If windy, raised Gathering Arms (not pictured) can 
be used to control mainsail while being hoisted. 

Boat is sailing and Zepp Sticks are ready to be 
swung in parallel on boom. Zepp Sticks have a 
low profile when stowed on the boom. However, 
if preferred, Zepp Sticks can easily be removed 
and stowed during the sail. 
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
